
3 kinds of people typically found in church

save them. 
 

2. Those who are on a path of ___SELF- DISCOVERY___ , who reject the “rules” 
of the church, and believe they are on the outside because they don’t behave. 

 
According to the Gospel Jesus brought, both have __MISSED_ THE_ POINT___. 

 
3.  Those who acknowledge their ___SIN___ and need for a ___SAVIOR___ and 
experience ___FREEDOM___. 

   
Galatians 1 

6I am astonished that you are so quickly deserting the one who called you by the grace of Christ 
and are turning to a different gospel— 7which is really no gospel at all…. If anybody is preaching to 
you a gospel other than what you accepted, let him be eternally condemned! 10Am I now trying to 
win the approval of men, or of God? Or am I trying to please men? If I were still trying to please 
men, I would not be a servant of Christ. 
	
  

Galatians 3 
1You foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you? Before your very eyes Jesus Christ was clearly 
portrayed as crucified. 2I would like to learn just one thing from you: Did you receive the Spirit by 
observing the law, or by believing what you heard? 3Are you so foolish? After beginning with the 
Spirit, are you now trying to attain your goal by human effort?  
 

1. A lot of what we think is Christian is really __MORALISM__. 
 

2. __MORALISM___ dictates the standards whereby one is accepted or rejected into 
the group. 

 
3. A lot of folks who rejected __JESUS__ really rejected the church’s presentation of 

him as a __RULE MAKER__.   
 

Galatians 5 
 1It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be 
burdened again by a yoke of slavery…. 7You were running a good race. Who cut in on you and 
kept you from obeying the truth? 8That kind of persuasion does not come from the one who calls 
you. … 13You, my brothers, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the 
sinful nature; rather, serve one another in love. 14The entire law is summed up in a single 
command: "Love your neighbor as yourself." 15If you keep on biting and devouring each other, 
watch out or you will be destroyed by each other. 
 

1. __FEAR__ not love keep some of us from being free. 
 

2. Freedom is not about __SIN MANAGEMENT__ it is about being full accepted by our 
Redeemer.
